
Baan Haw Mosque (Hedayatul Islam) – Hedayatul 

Islam (baan Haw) Mosque, located at Night Bazaar in 

Chiang Mai, is one of the biggest mosques in the 

province, and also one of the seven Chinese 

mosques in Chiang mai. It was first built in nineteenth 

century by a group of Chinese people, called Chin 

Ho or Hui, mostly came from Yunnan. 

 

Wat Rong Khun (White Temple) – It  is a contemporary 

unconventional Buddhist and Hindu temple in Chiang 

Rai, Thailand. 

 

Tribal Museum – It is an ethnographic museum in 

Chiang Mai, northern Thailand, showing the life of 

Thailand’s minority hill tribes. The Tribal Museum 

highlights the history and culture of the mountain 

tribes of north Thailand, including the Akha, Karen, 

Khamu, Lahu Lau, Lisu, Hmong, Mien and Thin 

peoples.

DAY 01  KUALA LUMPUR – CHIANGMAI   (L/D)

The minute you see water gushing out 
several meters of the ground, we have arrived at Mae Kajan Hot Spring, dubbed as 
the highest hot spring in Thailand. Next we proceed to visit the new tourist 
attraction, Wat Rong Khun “The White Tample” also known as Taj Mahal of Thailand 
to see for its beautiful painting and unique architecture building. Then, we’ll 
proceed to visit The Golden Triangle, particularly near the intersection of Mekong 
River and Kong river, the gate borders of Thailand, Burma and Laos. Venture into 
Mae Sai, the northern most district of Chiang Rai Province. The town of Mae Sai is a 
major border crossing between Thailand and Burma. These three countries is well 
connected via Asian Highway Network in Thailand, which crosses over the Mae Sai 
River to the town Tachileik in Burma. Savour on the assortment of Burmese snacks 
and souvenirs. We’ll feast to a wondrous dinner before transfer back to Chiangmai.
